A colony of humans have settled down on an
alien world. Eventually they grow accustomed
to its ecology, stake out their homesteads and
prepare for a peaceful and prosperous future.

Unfortunately, nature has other plans, as the
colonists are soon forcedinto a confrontation
witha deadly, previously unknown species, which
locks at the colony as a buffet from heaven. The
colonists enlist the services of a former military
commander, who must singlehandedly battle
the creatures and save the colony. However
once the colony is saved and the creatures
elimenated, the colony must face an even
greater danger.

The problem with LEGACY OF THE HEOROT  is that
when you consider who wrote it, the same team who
created THE MOITE IN GODSEYE and FOOTFALL, that it is
not afar more original piece of work. As a matter of fact,
Ifoundmyself often compiaring the story toPeterBenchley”s
JAWS, with the townsfolk threatened by the marauding
sea creature, and the lone sherrif out to save them all and
prove his manhood. The story moves quickly enough, with
lots of suspense and suprises. but the characters are
largely two-dimensional stereotypes. and the plot threat-
ens to sink to the tevel of soap-opera more than once.

Not to sound overly negative mind you, | enjoyed the
book forwhat it is, @ good action yarn with lots of violence
and heroics. but | justy could not help but feel s if the
whole thing was being written with @ movie screenplay in
mind, too formulaic, especially as it took three of SF's best
wiitersto put it together. You would think they could have

. come up with something more original and thought-

provoking . Allin allthough. the book did hold my attention
untiol the very end, which is more than alot of SF novels
con do these days. Hopefully, the books rather
open-ended conclusion does not mean that asequelison
the way, and we can lock forward to more groundbreak-
ing work from this great team in the future.
