TORCON 2 REPORT

. The 31st World SF Convention was held from August 31 to September 3 in Toronto at the Royal
York Hotel. It was the largest SF convention ever held, More than 2, 700 people attended and there
were 3500 members, i.e., 800 non-attending members.

Robert Bloch was the professional guest of honour, cartoonist, pomo film-maker, sometime SF
writer, Bill Rotsler wos the fan guest of honour, and the toastmaster was Lester del Rey. Noticeable
pros in attendance included Iscac Asimov, Fred Pohl, John Brunner, Dovid Gerrold, Harry .
Harrison, Robert Silverberg, Rapheal Lafferty, Poul Anderson, Gordon Dickson, Larry Niven, Ben
Bova, Ted White, Clifford Simak, Jerry Poumelle, F.M. Busby, Joanna Russ, and Victoria's
Michael G. Coney.

Mike Bailey, Brent Maclean, Pot Burrows, David George, Dan Say, Michoel G. Coney, and
Chuck ond Edna Davis were locals who attended the convention and we met some p ple from Vie-
toria there. Generally, this was the best convention we (Brent and 1) have ever attended and this
was because we knew many people there. However, the convention itself wos generally inferior to
lazt year's LACon.
